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Dr. Jean D'Cunha is presently the Regional Programme Director for the UNIFEM East and Southeast Asia Regional Office, Bangkok. Prior to this she was the Regional Advisor/ Programme Manager for the UNIFEM Asia-Pacific and Arab States Regional Programme on Empowering Women Migrant Workers in Asia. She has also been an advisor to several Government Bodies, UN Agencies, Intergovernmental Organizations, International and National NGOs. She is a Sociologist with Gender Studies as her specialization. As an academic before her work with UNIFEM, she has done extensive research and has published widely in a variety of Indian and international publications on a wide range of gender concerns. Among the most important of her research themes have been Gender and Sexuality, Trafficking, Migration, Personal laws, Violence against Women, Gender and Disasters. Her book on the debates on legalization of prostitution, with special reference to India is among the first feminist publications on the issue in India and she has won a national award: "The Eve's Weekly Women's journalist for outstanding writing on women's issues in India in 1986."

Ms. Libby Lloyd AM is Chair of the Australian Commonwealth’s recently established Violence against Women Advisory Group (VAWAG). In 2008-2009, she served as the Chair of the Australian Commonwealth Government’s National Council to Reduce Violence against Women and their Children which delivered ‘Time for Action - the National Council’s Plan to Reduce Violence against Women and Children’ to the Government in April of this year. Ms. Lloyd is also a former President of UNIFEM’s National Committee in Australia.  She was actively involved in re-establishing the White Ribbon Campaign in Australia in 2003; a national campaign led by men to speak out against violence against women, and is a founding and continuing Board Member of the White Ribbon Foundation. Ms. Lloyd previously worked with UNHCR in Indonesia and Iraq, in the Australian Commonwealth’s Public Service and in a number of community-based organisations. She is the principal of a management consultancy, focusing on cross cultural awareness; program and service review, and is involved in a wide range of community support activities. She is also a member of the Australian Government’s refugee advisory Council (CISSR).
Dr. Socorro L. Reyes is Chief of the Asia-Pacific and Arab States Section of UNIFEM in New York.  Priori to joining UNIFEM, she was UNDP Senior Gender Advisor to the Government of Pakistan, responsible for providing policy advice to the government of Pakistan on the implementation and monitoring of the National Plan of Action for the Advancement of Women. She founded the Center for Legislative Development (CLD) in 1988, a Philippine-based nongovernmental l organization that assists in the capability building of national and local legislatures and broadening civic participation in the legislative process. She has also worked with legislatures in Cambodia, Vietnam, Lao, Palestinian Territories, Kyryzstan and Uganda. At the Women’s Environment and Development Organization (WEDO), as Director of the Gender and Governance Program, she launched the global campaign for gender balance in political representation. A major interest of Dr. Reyes is Women in Politics about which she has written and published articles such as "Framework for Women's Participation in the Policy Process", "Legislative Agenda for Women in the Ninth Congress", “Strengthening the Linkage Between Women's Organizations and Women in Government" and "Transformational Politics and Women in the Ninth Congress". 
Ms. Yustina Rostiawati is a newly appointed member of the Plenary Commissioners of the National Commission on Violence Against Women, Republic of Indonesia, for the period of 2010 to 2014. She is a senior researcher at the Center for Societal Development Studies, Atma Jaya Catholic University of Indonesia. Since the year 2003, Ms. Rostiawati became associated with the National Commission on Violence Againts Women where she was involevd in the preparation of the annual reports on violence against women and various other monitoring activities. She finished her master's program in the field of Women's Studies, University of Indonesia in 1998, and since then her research interests focused on the issue of women and children. 
Dr. Heisoo Shin from the Republic of Korea has been working for more than thirty years to protect and promote women’s human rights, especially in the area of violence against women. Dr. Shin served as an expert of the UN Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW) for 2001-2008, part of it as Vice-Chair, and also as a member of the Advisory Committee to the UN Secretary General’s In-depth Study on All Forms of Violence against Women. She was commissioner of the National Human Rights Commission in Korea for 2005-2008. As President of Women’s Hot Line, she has successfully led the movement for legislation on violence against women, which resulted in new laws on sexual violence (1993), domestic violence (1997) and trafficking and prostitution (2004). She is currently representative of the National Movement for Eradication of Sex Trafficking which she established in June 2009. Academically, she was an associate professor at Hanil University and Presbyterian Theological Seminary for 1993-2000, a visiting professor at the Graduate School of NGO Studies at KyungHee University for 2001-2006. Currently, she is an adjunct professor at the Graduate School of International Studies at Ewha Womans University.

Ms. Emmeline Versoza is the Executive Director of the National Commission on the Role of Filipino Women (NCRFW).  Together with NGOs and colleagues in government, she has advocated and assisted in the crafting of the Anti-trafficking in Persons Act of 2003, the Anti-Violence Against Women and their Children Act of 2004, and the recently passed Magna Carta of Women. Before joining the NCRFW in 2001, she was an independent specialist on health, gender and development. She was one of the pioneers in conducting training workshops on gender analysis, planning and mainstreaming for government, some NGOs, and international organizations. As a Training and Outreach Consultant for the UP Center for Women’s Studies, she assisted in the establishment of 8 regional Gender Resource Centers in academic institutions in the country.
